 As of January 31, 2012, most private sector employers are required to post a notice advis-

ing employees of their rights under the National Labor Relations Act. The notice should be 

posted in a conspicuous place, where other notifications of workplace rights and employer 

rules and policies are posted. Employers also should publish a link to the notice on an internal 

or external website if other personnel policies or workplace notices are posted there. 

For further information about the posting, including a detailed discussion of which employers 

are covered by the NLRA, and what to do if a substantial share of the workplace speaks a lan-

guage other than English, please see our Frequently Asked Questions. To read a copy of the 

rule requiring the posting, please click here.
